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INTERNET SAFETY CHECKLIST FOR PARENTS

Computers, tablets, and phones should always be used under your
supervision, with your permission, and in a public place in your home.

Spam settings and parental controls should be enabled on your family
computer to block unsafe images and websites.

Your children should only have access to computer passwords when they
are old enough to understand that they should never be shared.

Your child should understand that anytime they are confused by something
they have viewed on the Internet, or if they have an interaction online that
makes them uncomfortable, you want to know and you will help them.
